MATERIAL SAFETY DATA, TRANSPORTATION DATA, AND DISPOSAL DATA

FOR HAZARDOUS MATERIALS FURNISHED TO GOVERNMENT ACTIVITIES

The following changes, which form a part of FED-STD-313D, dated April 3, 1996, are approved by the General Services Administration for use by all federal agencies.

Paragraph 2.  After CFR 40 add the following - Part 300-375 - Superfund, Emergency Planning, And Community Right-To-Know Programs A Toxic Release Inventory (TRI) chemical list is available on the internet at  http://www.epa.gov/opptintr/tri/chemical.htm. The list (EPA 745/K-94-052) is available from EPCRA Document Distribution Center, 11029 Kenwood Road, Cincinnati, Ohio, 45242 (attention NCEPI).

Paragraph 2 after the ordering instructions for the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) add the following: CFRs are also available via the Internet at www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/cfr-table-search.html 

Paragraph 2.  After the US Air Force Joint Manual, delete the Internet address and substitute the following: www.afmc-mil.wpafb.af.mil/pdl/pubs.htm, then click on “USAF Departmental Pubs”, and then on “Series 24”.

Paragraph 3.2.2 deletes (40 CFR Part 370) and add (40 CFR Part 302 Table 302.4)

Paragraph 3.3 Term of contract renumbers to read 3.5 Term of contract.

Add the following new paragraphs:

3.3 Hazardous substance. – Means any substance designated pursuant to 40 CFR, Part 302, Table 302.4.

3.4 Hazardous waste. – Shall have the meaning provided in 40 CFR Part 261.

Paragraph adds 3.5.  Term of contract.  The period of performance of the prime contract, or, if the hazardous material is delivered under a subcontract, the period of performance of the subcontract.  

Paragraph 4.2.1 after paragraph 3.2 ads 3.3 and 3.4, After the last sentence, add the following – Refer also to 4.2.3.4.

Paragraph 4.2.2.  Delete the text, and substitute the following – Preparation of the MSDS.  The MSDS shall meet all requirements of 29 CFR 1910.1200.  MSS in the 16-part format of ANSI Z400.1 are preferred, but not required.  MSDS preparers must indicate when the MSDS is available in languages other than English.  Information required under paragraph 4.3 must also be provided.

Add the following new paragraphs

4.2.2.1.  Typical sections of a MSDS per ANSI Z400.1: Chemical Product and Company Identification, Composition, Information on Ingredients, Hazards Identification, First Aid Measures, Fire Fighting Measures, Accidental Release Measures, Handling and Storage, Exposure Controls, Personal Protection, Physical and Chemical Properties, Stability and Reactivity, Toxicological Information, Ecological Information, Disposal Considerations, Transport Information, Regulatory Information and Other Information.

4.2.3.4 Contractors who have not manufactured the hazardous material they are furnishing to the government, may add the government identifiers specified in 4.3.1, 4.3.2, 4.3.3 and 4.3.7 to the manufacturer’s MSDS, provided the MSDS meets all other requirements of this standard.  A current MSDS submitted in good faith by the contractor will be acceptable to the government, unless it contains obvious errors or omissions.  Examples of such omissions are: failure to include the government identifiers; failure to include either transportation data or a statement that the material is not regulated for transportation; and failure to include either disposal data or a statement that the material is not regulated under CFR 40.  Contractors who receive a revised MSDS from the manufacturer during the term of the contract shall submit it as required by their contract and this standard.

Paragraph 4.2.4 after the last sentence, add the following – Refer also to 4.2.3.4.
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Paragraph 4.3.4 Delete the text, and substitute the following – The chemical and common name(s), CAS (Chemical Abstract Service) Registry number, and percentage by weight of composition of all ingredients that are defined as hazardous in paragraph 3, Definitions.  The percentage, by weight, of each EPCRA Section 313 chemical (or all EPCRA Section chemicals within a listed category) contained in the mixture or other trade name product.  The specific hazardous chemical information must be provided unless it meets the ‘Trade Secret’ criteria of 29 CFR 1910.1200 and 40 CFR Part 350.  Trade secret or proprietary information may be provided, and if it is identified as “Limited Rights Data”, it will be kept confidential, with limited access for government use only. 

Paragraph 4.3.5 Delete the text, and substitute the following – The OSHA permissible exposure limit, ACGIH Threshold Limit Value, and any other exposure limit known to the contractor for the product as a whole, or any of its hazardous constituents.  This may include recommendations made by recognized toxicological groups, the manufacturer, importer, or employer preparing the MSDS.  

Paragraph 4.3.7 Delete, “and USPS Mailability”.

Paragraph 5.  Delete the addresses for the Air Force and General Services Administration (GSA) receipt points, and substitute the following:
